Please now take a few minutes to complete the 4 PADI forms that were sent to you by eMail (if you have not received
these by eMail they can be downloaded from our website:- maidstonescuba.com. These 4 forms must be handed in on
arrival at the pool side. (1)PADI Statement of Understanding, (2) PADI Assumption of Risk, (3) PADI Medical Statement,
(4) Learning agreement. Minors are also required to sign the form as well as a parent or guardian.

EXTREMELY IMPORTANT:- If you answer “YES” to ANY of the questions on the medical you MUST have your doctor sign
the bottom of the second page, regardless of how long ago the medical problem occurred, to confirm you are fit for diving

before turning up for your Try Dive. This signed medical form will last you for one year if you decide to continue and take
part in a scuba course. You will NOT be allowed in the pool without this signature! It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to arrange
for this appointment in time for your Try Dive. If you arrive for your Try Dive having answered a “Yes” but have omitted to
get your G.P.s signature, your Try dive will be forfeit! Providing you have NOT answered “YES” to any question, you do NOT
need to get your doctor to sign the form. In the event of difficulty or complication in relation to any medical conditions
